· Question was specifically on beach syrup but response to question indicated that if trying to calibrate against a sugar of unknown density/type then dissolve a known quantiy of a known type of sugar into water and then add unknown sugar into same amount of water and bring to same specific gravity

· Also, same Q/A the reader had indicating using uniper berries and white peppercorns for a brew…spicy

· Question regarded unknown bitterness/bad taste when using corny kegs. Reader had been good about cleaning the kegs but still had strange tastes.

· Answer indicated to make sure to clean the draw tube.  This requires a brush of length 18” or so and then roll brush in ajax/comet/bon ami or any other chlorinated cleanser.  Rinse with hot waterand then clean clean again with grain alchohol.
